	Not originally rock stars.  Pirates have been romanticized in modern history.  Earliest pirates were Phoenicians in 2000 BC in the Med.  Piracy became less popular with the development of the steam engine and the growth of the American and British navies.  
	Anne Bonny and Mary Read were most famous female pirates.  Jean Lafitte was known as the “Gentlemen Pirate” & “Terror of the Gulf.”  He was able to prosper because of his political connections.  Anstis started pirating in 1718.  He was granted a pardon by the king, but was killed by his crew.
	Def: A pirate who sailed in the West Indies.  The word came from the French word Boucan which was a way of cooking meat over an open flame.
	Privateers were pirates that were loyal to a particular government of a particular country.  They sailed under Letters of Marque given by the government they had a deal with.  This allowed them to seize ships from that government’s enemy and share the cargo.
	Pirate flags were used to strike fear in the sailors aboard that boat they were attacking.  Red represented blood.  Skulls represented death.  The hour glass represented that the victims time was limited or up.
